It's something
of a 944 Spec tradition to get the newer guys up to speed - makes the competition better out on the
track, and that means more fun, and all of us better drivers/competitors.

Most of us run 2-3 Ibs more in the tires. If you can get a tire pyrometer with a probe, you can figure out
optimal pressures for your setup, and driving style.

The RR's like a lot of camber. Charlie's settings are about typical, maybe slightly more camber by a tenth
or two.
